Ed Templeton addresses Media at Press Conference

SRP Federal Credit Union held a press conference on Tuesday, June 13,
2006, to announce the credit union’s successful venture with and commit-
ment to the National Child Identification Program (NCIDP). Your credit
union distributed more than 35,000 Child Identification Kits to all students
in the Aiken, Edgefield, Barnwell, and Allendale Counties.

“In times of crisis, many parents, whose child has been abducted or kid-
napped, are unable to provide police with information, such as fingerprints
or DNA, which could help identify their missing child. We are changing
that,” said Templeton, SRP FCU's president. He went on to say, “SRP, along
with 86 other South Carolina credit unions have joined together to distrib-
ute 670,000 kits through pubic schools to all K-12 students in the state, at
no cost to students of the schools.

This is the biggest child ID initiative in state history, and the second
largest in national history.

“When statistics showed more than 800,000 children are missing each
year in the U.S. — one every 40 seconds — it was time a concerted program
was applied to the problem and SRP and other credit unions in South
Carolina stepped up to meet that challenge,” Lt. General Garry Parks,
President CEO of the South Carolina Credit Union League, stated.

In attendance at the press conference were Aiken County District Super-
intendent Dr. Linda Eldridge, Edgefield County District Superintendent
Sharon Keesley, Lt. General (Ret.) Garry Parks along with Steve Fowler,
Vice President of Advocacy for the SC Credit Union League and Chairman

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Increase in
Insurance Funds

Under the National Credit Union
Association’s (NCUA) new rules, up
to $250,000 in deposit insurance
will be provided for the money a
consumer has in a variety of retire-
ment accounts, primarily traditional
and Roth TRAs (Individual Retire-
ment Accounts), at one insured
institution. Also included are self-
directed Keogh accounts, “457 Plan”
accounts for state government
employees, and employer-sponsored
“defined contribution plan” accounts
that are self-directed, which are pri-
marily 401(k) accounts. In general,
self-directed means the consumer
chooses how and where the money
is deposited.

In addition, the IRAs and other
retirement accounts that will be pro-
tected under the new rules to
$250,000 are insured separately
from other accounts at the same
institution that will continue to be
insured up to at least $100,000. To
