The following is an overview of steps to take to protect our identity from
unscrupulous individuals.
Identity Theft is the wholesale takeover of another person’s identity to make 
unauthorized transactions.
Identity Fraud is the use of another individual’s information to create a 
new identity.
• Don’t give out personal information on the phone, through the mail, or over

the Internet unless you’ve initiated the contact or are certain you know
whom you’re dealing with. If your credit union calls you, we will have
your member information. We won’t be asking you for any informa-
tion because we will already have it on our files. If someone asks for
that kind of information, just hang up.

• Tear or shred your charge receipts, copies of credit applications or offers,
insurance forms, physician statements, checks and financial statements, and
expired charge cards.

• Limit identification information and the number of credit and debit cards
that you carry to what you actually need.

• Keep your purse or wallet in a safe place.

If your identity has been stolen:
• Place a fraud alert on your credit reports and review your credit reports. Call

the toll-free number of any of the three major credit bureaus to place a fraud
alert:

• Equifax — 1-800-525-6285
• Experian — 1-888-EXPERIAN (397-3742)
• TransUnion — 1-800-680-7289.
• Close any accounts that have been tampered with or opened fraudulently.
• Cancel ATM cards that have either been lost or stolen.
• Contact these major check verification companies and ask that retailers who

use their databases not accept your checks:
– TeleCheck — 1-800-710-9898 or 927-0188
– Certegy, Inc. — 1-800-437-5120
– International Check Services — 1-800-631-9656.

• Call SCAN (1-800-262-7771) to find out if the identity thief has been pass-
ing bad checks in your name.

• File a report with your local police and keep a copy of the report. You may
need to validate your claims to creditors.

File a complaint with the Federal
Trade Commission. This provides
important information that can help
law enforcement officials track

down identity thieves to stop them. Visit
www.consumer.gov/idtheft or call 1-877-IDTHEFT 
(438-4338).

Check Scams:
• Call the issuing bank to verify the check amount.
• Don’t relinquish the sold property until the check has had

time to clear.
• When purchasing products over the Internet, it’s best to use

your credit card rather than your debit card. That way, if any-
thing should prove a problem, you have recourse to dispute
the charges through your credit-card company before pay-
ment is actually made.

Telemarketing and postal fraud:
• The National Do Not Call registry number is: 

1-888-382-1222 or you can visit their Web site at:
www.donotcall.gov. 

• If a telemarketer call seems suspicious in any way, explain to
the telemarketer that you are going to call the Better Busi-
ness Bureau before agreeing to anything. Follow up on this. 

• Drop outgoing bill payments in a Postal box that is secure.
• The United States Postal Service has produced a digital

videodisc (DVD) on the different types of fraud and precau-
tionary steps to take to prevent fraud. Titled Dialing for
Dollars, the DVD is free and can be ordered by contacting
the United States Postal Service at: 1-877-987-3728 or going
to their Web site at: www.usps.com/postalinspectors.

Phishing is a high-tech scam where e-mails are sent to consumers
falsely claiming to be a legitimate company in an attempt to
obtain nonpublic personal information.
• If you receive an e-mail that warns you – with little or no

notice – that an account of yours will be shut down unless
you confirm your billing information, do not reply or click on
the link provided in the e-mail. Instead, contact the company
directly by telephone or Web site address, which you know to
be genuine.

• Always look for the padlock icon on the browser’s status bar.
Always check the http (hypertext transfer protocol) in the
Web site address. These ensure that the transmission is
secure.

• Review the credit card and credit union statements as soon
as you receive them to determine whether there are any
unauthorized charges.

• Always report suspicious activity to the Federal Trade 
Commission. Send the actual Spam to uce@ftc.gov. 
If you believe you’ve been the victim of a fraudulent scheme,
file a complaint at www.ftc.gov.
