Avoid Being A Victim of Identity Theft

Here are some tips to guard against identity theft:
e Promptly remove mail from your mailbox.
= Never leave receipts at ATM machines, public trash cans, or
retail merchants.
= Shred pre-approved credit card offers before discarding them.
e When making an ATM transaction, block the screen and
keyboard with your body.
« Memorize your Social Security number and all of your passwords. Do not
record them on any card or on items in your purse or wallet.
* When writing a check for a credit card payment, do not write the entire
account number on the check. Instead, just use the last four numbers.
< Never have your Social Security number printed on your checks.
< If your credit cards are stolen, immediately call the three credit bureaus
and request a “fraud alert” be placed on your name and Social Security
